PLEASE NOTE: Funding is NOT available for outdoor pursuits, first aid, camping, crafts, professional development, fundraising or sports courses.  We are also unable to fund training that takes place within a ‘Funded Project’ that includes a training element within its remit.  
All grant applications may be either retrospective or forecast, within a six-month period either side of the event.  

A maximum of £1,000 will be allocated for each training event, with a maximum of *£2,000 per group per year. 
*In exceptional circumstances, more funds may be awarded if the group can evidence the need for it.
1) You must complete all data requested on the application form.
2) Groups within Southend-on-Sea and/or Thurrock are not eligible to apply because our funding for grants comes directly from Essex County Council.

3) Please use a separate form for each event/course. Your organisation must have completed an ECVYS annual data collection form. Please email our office to check that you qualify officeadmin@ecvys.org.uk
4) If your grant application is successful, we ask that you fill out our evaluation form online via http://bit.ly/2fnnyOp no more than two weeks after your event/training has taken place.  The named person on your grant application form should complete the evaluation. Please contact the ECVYS office if this causes a problem. If you do not fill out this evaluation form, then we cannot guarantee that you will be able to receive a grant from us in the future.  Photographs are very welcome for our website.
